Sin:
“To Miss the Mark” (of Righteousness)

- A Nature of Being (Behavior) that is Centered on the
Self as the Primary Authority in Defiance of the
Creator

- An Individual Act of Rebellion Against the Sovereign
Will of God

Death:
- Bodily Death (“Natural Death”)
o Separation of the Soul from the Body
- Spiritual Death (“The 2" Death”)
o Separation of the Soul from the Holy Spirit
o Separation of the Soul from God

The Spiritual Enemies:
- The World (Society)
- The Flesh (Lack of Self-Control)
- The Devil (Spiritual Warfare)

The World:
- Tolerance & Popularization of Sin
- Social Norms Against the Will of God
- Unjust Social Structures (Power Dynamics)
- Popular Acceptance of Idolatry
- Neglect of the Suffering
- Removal of Divine Value from Human Life
o Reinforces the Sin Nature in Individuals

The Flesh:
- Selfish Ambition at Another’s Expense
- Seeing Others as Functions/Objects
- Inability to Control Emotions (Reactions)
- Reliance on the Self (Ignoring God)
- Placing Physical Desire Before Ethical Behavior
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The Devil:
- Spiritual (Supernatural) Warfare
o Seeking to Strip God of His Glory
Tempting Creation into Rebellion
Tempting & Discrediting the People of God
Distraction from the Eternal (Here-and-Now)
Enslavement of Creation
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The Nature of Temptation (Gen. 3:1-6):
- Discredit God’s Word (Doubt)
- Promote Self-Worship (Pride)
- Promote Self-Empowerment (Selfishness)
- Inspire Hatred in the Divine (Idolatry)
- Inspire a Love of the Darkness (Shame/Guilt)
- Inspire Self-Reliance (Natural vs. Supernatural)
